Our sweet pup got the help he needed at WHS. He had surgery to repair his legs and behavioral intervention to heal his heart. Thanks to our 
shared work, he has recovered and found a wonderful new home. The dogs we've helped aren't suffering anymore, but sadly, there are thou-
sands more animals who need our help just as much. 
 
In fact, we care for thousands of cats and other animals each year. A newborn tabby recently came to WHS with an eye infection. While just a 
tiny sprout, her eye had deteriorated into a serious, painful infection and had to be removed. We made sure she got the specialized surgery she 
needed to end her suffering. It wasn't long before the adorable baby was romping around playfully again and found a fantastic new family.
